The Reading

(to be read by the L eader)
The Mysteries of Light
3. The Proclamation of the Kingdom
He put before them another parable: “The kingdom of heaven is like a mustard seed that someone took and sowed in his field;
it is the smallest of all the seeds, but when it has grown it is the greatest of shrubs and becomes a tree, so that the birds of the
air come and make nests in its branches.”
He told them another parable: “The kingdom of heaven is like yeast that a woman took and mixed in with three measures of
flour until all of it was leavened.”
Jesus told the crowds all these things in parables; without a parable he told them nothing. This was to fulfill what had been
spoken through the prophet:
“I will open my mouth to speak in parables;
I will proclaim what has been hidden from the foundation of the world.”

(Matthew 13, 31-35)

The Reflection
(10 be read by the leader)
Actually every pronouncement during the public life of Christ was a proclamation of the kingdom. The two kingdom parables
we have chosen are characteristic for the short parables of Christ. They are taken from the daily life of his listeners, they are
connected with farm life and domestic experience. It seemed like one for men and one for women. The message of both con-
cerning the kingdom shows a pattern of growth. The kingdom will start small and grow to the largest organization, person by
person, till all people are able to belong, feel comfortable and make their home in it like the birds. The universal will of God to
save shines through this tree. Salvation is offered to everybody. Man’s freedom is not impaled. God deals with his creatures
on an equal level. The creator respects his creation.

The parable of the yeast shows also the universal growth but in a different way, the whole substance is leavened. The kingdom
fills the whole person, it is all pervasive. The laws of this kingdom are the prescriptions for all humanity. Whatever a person in
this kingdom does is guided and judged by the laws of the kingdom, the Law of Christ. No matter if a follower of Christ makes
decisions politically, economically, religiously, philosophically, they have to be guided by the Law of Christ. There is no private
citizen in the kingdom of God. I cannot be Sundays a Christian and Mondays overcharging my customers or mistreating my
family.

We are today part of the kingdom, we have to make this kingdom believable to outsiders, we have to be people who invite
others into the kingdom, we have to be the revealers of the hidden mysteries of Christ which he has entrusted to us. When we
pray in the Our Father; “Your kingdom come” let us be aware that we are the agents of this kingdom by whatever little we con-
tribute.

God our Father, you will all men to be saved and come to the knowledge of your truth. Send workers into your great harvest
that the gospel may be preached to every creature and your people, gathered together by the word of life and strengthened by
the power of the sacraments, may advance in the way of salvation and love. We ask this through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Since it was incorporated on March 29, 1882, the Knights of Columbus has grown from sev-
eral members in one council to more than 12,000 councils and over 1.6 million members
throughout the United States, Canada, the Philippines, Mexico, the Dominican Republic,
Puerto Rico, Panama, the Bahamas, the Virgin Islands, Guatemala, Guam and Saipan.
