Chaplin’s Message

On Monday, September 22nd the priests of our diocese had a celebration—
Mass and Dinner— to recognize the clergy who celebrated significant anniver-
sariesthisyear. There were four marking their 25th, and all four were priests
who came to us from other countries. There was one marking his 40th, and he
isaCanadian, and a member of the Basilian Fathers. And there were three
celebrating their 50th Anniversaries. There were three othersin that class two
of whom are deceased, Fathers Don Vornbrock and Alex MacL ennan, and one
who |eft the diocese to work in the church of Archbishop Lefaive, arenegade
group who want to go back to the pre-Vatican |1 Liturgy. Hisnameis Paul
Greuter and he livesin British Columbia, and says Latin Masses. The other
three are all alive and well, and living in our diocese, Fathers Joe Toole, Ed
Flannagan, and Rupert MacL ellan. Interestingly, of the six celebrating their 50th anniversary, all were
ordained for the Diocese of Calgary, three were natives of the diocese, five were Canadian, and only one
came from another country in Europe.

This profile shows rather graphically the changing face of the priests of our diocese, and the scarcity of
local vocations. Of the six priests who have been assistants at St. Bonaventure in my time here, al are
from other countries, though two of them, Fathers Malcolm and Tito were ordained for this diocese. |
believe you are all well aware of the fact that fewer priests are being ordained than there were in years
past. When | was studying for the priesthood we were encouraged in my home diocese to consider go-
ing West. Now my home diocese isimporting priests from other countries. Thereality is clear to us.
Obviously, we need to pray for vocations, encourage them and create an environment where young men
might be supported and encouraged to pursue vocations. Also, we need to find new ways to meet the
challenge of fewer priests. We require much more lay involvement and commitment to various forms
of ministry in the Church. Any who have not already completed a commitment from and offered to par-
ticipate in some form of ministry, should do so as soon as possible. In my opinion the most effective
way to encourage vocationsis to be generous, not just financially, but in every way. Infamily life, in
our work and in our willingness to share generously our time, talent and treasure. And this begins at
home. May we all do our part to contribute to the build up of the church by our generous sharing in all
the gifts that we have received.
